Sermon Text:  Matthew 20:1-16 (EHV)
“Indeed the kingdom of heaven is like a landowner who went out early in the morning to hire workers for his vineyard. 2 After agreeing to pay the workers a denarius for the day, he sent them into his vineyard. 3 He also went out about the third hour and saw others standing unemployed in the marketplace. 4 To these he said, ‘You also go into the vineyard, and I will give you whatever is right.’ So they went. 5 Again he went out about the sixth and the ninth hour and did the same thing. 6 When he went out about the eleventh hour, he found others standing unemployed. He said to them, ‘Why have you stood here all day unemployed?’
7 “They said to him, ‘Because no one hired us.’ “He told them, ‘You also go into the vineyard.’ 8 When it was evening, the owner of the vineyard said to his foreman, ‘Call the workers and pay them their wages, starting with the last group and ending with the first.’
9 “When those who were hired around the eleventh hour came, they each received a denarius. 10 When those who were hired first came, they thought they would receive more. But they each received a denarius too. 11 After they received it, they began to grumble against the landowner: 12 ‘Those who were last worked one hour, and you made them equal to us who have endured the burden of the day and the scorching heat!’
13 “But he answered one of them, ‘Friend, I am doing you no wrong. Did you not make an agreement with me for a denarius? 14 Take what is yours and go. I want to give to the last one hired the same as I also gave to you. 15 Can’t I do what I want with my own money? Or are you envious because I am generous?’ 16 In the same way, the last will be first, and the first, last.”
Theme:  The Sheer Joy of Sweating for the Lord

Dear Servants of the Lord: Imagine you work for IBM. On Friday afternoon a memo comes out to all employees nationwide. Beginning Monday, all wages will be the same for all employees. The janitors, the secretaries, the engineers and the supervisors will all receive exactly the same salary. At first, some might be thinking, “All right! About time those big boys be brought down a notch or two”—until they realize that means the schlunkoes are being brought up a few notches. “The coffee boy gets the same as me!?” Many people would quit IBM and look for new jobs.

But you don't work for IBM. So, let’s imagine that you work for a Christian congregation. The same memo is sent out. Everyone, from the part-time janitor to the full-time principal is going to be working for the same wage. Even volunteers are going to get paid the same as the full-timers! That doesn’t seem fair!

That’s what Jesus describes in the parable of the vineyard workers. Some had started work at six in the morning, others at nine, others at twelve, still others at three and some even at five p.m. Yet all received the same pay, one denarius, the amount usually paid for a full day’s work.

In our gospel lesson we find Jesus sending his disciples out for ministry experience. Admittedly, they were given important responsibilities—and some amazing abilities—to do this work. As we consider working in Jesus’ vineyard, we know that our calling and our skills are much more limited. So, that should take some of the pressure off. But we can still feel the pressure of having to do it all and feel the frustration that some don’t seem very involved.

What is this parable trying to teach us? Well, first, Jesus wants us to know that living for him in his kingdom is totally different from what we might experience in life. He wants us to realize that working for him is simply for the pleasure of pleasing him. Let’s live in the sheer joy of sweating for the Lord.

Jesus says, “The kingdom of God is like a landowner who went out early in the morning to hire men to work in his vineyard.” As a shepherd he sought you (‘went out”), died for you, reached out and took you back to your heavenly Father so that you now live every day of your life under your Father’s love. That’s being in the kingdom! Yet why is the kingdom a vineyard?

The vineyard, naturally, produced grapes for wine. This wine was then diluted six or eight times with water. Fresh, spring water was nearly unheard of. Wine made the water drinkable—and we all need a lot of good water. So, much attention was lavished on the vines. Vineyards were among the most valuable of properties.

In Isaiah 5, God calls his beloved church his vineyard. And this vineyard is precious to the Lord. He even sacrificed his Son to purchase the vineyard.

But not only are you God’s vineyard, you are asked to work in that vineyard. Vineyards left to their own devices would be quickly overrun with weeds, and unpruned vines eventually strangle themselves. In Psalm 80, an ugly boar is pictured as coming out of the forest, tearing out vines and destroying the vineyard. Likewise, Satan tears into God’s vineyard, seeking to destroy faith and fellowship.  But this vineyard is precious to God. He wants it pure and productive. So, God has called you to protect, encourage and strengthen your fellow Christians. You are your brother and your sister’s keeper. It is the highest privilege on earth.

But how long are we to be doing what in this vineyard? As Jesus indicates, some may work very long hours. With your mind’s eye, watch the landowner as he hires workers for his vineyard. Some are hired at 6 am, some at 9, and so on. These different times may picture the different times of life that God calls people to believe in him. Some, like the thief on the cross, are called in the eleventh hour. Others are privileged to be Christians all their lives.

That calls to mind a fellow student at the Seminary while I was there. We called him “Lazarus” because of his age when beginning ministry studies. I believe he was 53 already when he graduated from the Sem. Just a couple years in the ministry, and he was dead. He got his reward seemingly after only a few “hours”. Do the math for yourself yet? In my case I’ve been in ministry 35 years, and probably got a few years to go. Some of you might justifiably be thinking, “What’s that young pup whining about? Only thirty-five years of church work? That’s way back in my rear-view mirror! See how easy it is to get caught up in comparing work times—whether literal hours, days, or years? The parable rather encourages us that once you are called to be a part of this kingdom, you just begin.

Yet not everybody does the same thing. Do you see that person over there, digging out that huge stone? There, look, another person is pulling weeds. Another is over here digging holes for new vines so that the vineyard can expand. But there’s someone resting on their shovel, taking a quick breather. And here is the person trimming the vines. His work looks easy, though we may know it takes special skill and knowledge to do it right.

Yes, how easy it is to look over the rows and see what others are doing and covet their positions in the vineyard. The task God has given you always seems so hard. You sweat, you toil, your arms ache, the sun is hot. The Christian life is not an easy thing! What God has put into your hands may be very difficult.

Yes, you struggle, you who are living without a loved one. Yes, you struggle, you who are praying for children who have forgotten the Lord. Yes, you struggle, you who live with a marriage partner who is not holding up his/her end. Yes, you struggle, you who hear parents complaining that their child deserves better grades--or more playing time. Yes, you struggle, you who are barely paid a living wage. And you are supposed to willingly give more of yourself to kingdom work?

But..., Jesus did not say: “Take up your pillow and follow me.” He said, “Take up your cross and follow me.” Life in the vineyard is not sitting under some shady vine, drinking cool lemonade and listening to relaxing music. It is blood, sweat and tears. It is prayers, rejection, struggle. It cost you nothing to become a Christian, but it will cost you everything to remain so. The gospel is comforting, but it does not lead to a life of comfort. It’s one thing to be a soldier when the parade goes down the street, and quite another when the soldiers are in the trenches.

Don’t we all, however, think that working in the vineyard should be easier—or maybe we just won’t do it. Because we all have a sinful nature we will gripe and complain about church. “They don’t do things the way I would do them.” “No, I’m not serving on the Evangelism Committee. People here don’t treat me right.” When asking volunteers for Sunday school, we hear people say “No, the parents are too picky. I won’t do that.” Or we feel that the times people criticized our efforts justifies pulling back. Jesus did not say, “Stretch out in your shady, comfortable hammocks.” He said, “Go and work.”

But now it is time to come home from the vineyard. The sun is setting. It has been a hard day. Your hands are blistered and bleeding. The clothes are dirty. The back is sore. You are tired. As you walk to the landowner to get paid, you see others. They look as fresh as a daisy. They were only working a few hours, some only one hour. You wonder what they will be paid.

What are the wages for working in the vineyard? You watch as the workers hired at the eleventh hour go to receive their pay. One denarius. Now you expect to receive much more. But, to your surprise and anger, you only receive one denarius, the same as those who worked one hour.

There seems to be an injustice. But remember what Jesus said: “The kingdom of heaven is like....” If we knew what it was like, Jesus wouldn’t have to explain it to us. In life, you get paid, you get recognized and rewarded for what you do. It is not that way in the kingdom of heaven. You don’t work for rewards, you work for the sheer joy of working for the one who lived for you, died for you, and opened up a path to your Father’s love.

When thinking of our work in God’s vineyard, maybe we put in 12 hours. Consider that Jesus did 24. We remember the sun beating on our back. Remember the whips that beat Jesus’ back. Maybe in our toughest struggles we felt we could just die. Jesus died. Why? Because he wanted to see you in heaven. One Bible passage amply illustrates Jesus’ attitude: “Let us fix our eyes on Jesus...who for the joy set before him endured the cross, scorning its shame...,” (Heb 12:2). He worked for us, even dying on the cross, because it made him happy to do something so good for us.

As the Holy Spirit molds our attitude to fit Christ’s, we start to work simply for the joy of seeing what will happen—not for the rewards. There is pleasure in seeing a young grape vine maturing into a healthy and vibrant Christian adult. There is joy in pruning a dying vine back into one full of life and faith. Anyone who has worked a garden knows the special pleasure of seeing transplanted vegetation take hold in its new surroundings. That doesn’t compare with the joy of transplanting non-Christians into God’s vineyard as new believers. The work is worthy.

Sometimes I think that this whole parable was spoken specifically for the hard-working. You are zealous for the Lord. You read your Bible. You pray for those in need. You stretch your offerings to the Lord. You volunteer for extra things at the church. But it’s so easy to look over the rows and see others taking it easy, while you are bearing the heat of the day. You seem unnoticed for all your efforts. No one bothers to thank you. 

To reach a point in life where one sweats for the Lord without worry about what others are doing, or without seeking recognition, is a little foretaste of heaven itself. It comes from being overwhelmed at God’s amazing grace and being able to say, “For me to live is Christ. Everything I do is for him. I rejoice in sweating for him who sweat for me.” AMEN.

NOTES and NEWS
“Continuous Communion Distribution”
Many WELS churches who are gradually resuming regular worship, with modifications, to accommodate efforts to mitigate COVID-19 transmission, have established the practice of “continuous distribution” for Holy Communion. Our Savior’s will begin that practice today, and keep it until “social distancing” is no longer encouraged so strongly.
You will be ushered forward from the side aisles as always. Please maintain a 6-foot distance between yourselves. At the front of church you will first meet the person distributing the bread. They will hand you the wafer and say “Take, eat, the true body of our Lord Jesus.” While eating, take a few steps across the front to the pastor distributing the wine. He will hand you an individual cup and say “Take, drink, the true blood of our Lord Jesus.” After drinking, you will place the cup in the usual collection tray and return to your pew. 
After all those able to come forward have communed, we will bring the elements and hand them to anyone needing in-the-pew communion. Finally, after all have received the elements and are seated, the pastor will offer the blessing, “Now may the body and blood of our Lord Jesus Christ, strengthen you in the true faith unto life everlasting.” We will continue the service at that point with the “Song of Simeon” or “Song of Thanksgiving” as appropriate.
The intent of this practice is to maintain sufficient spacing between all communicants, and yet keep the process moving. It will be unfamiliar, and might go slowly at first. After we have utilized this a few times, we will begin to feel the sense of “continuous” distribution.
