Matthew 13:1-9, 18-23 (EHV)

Sermon:  Matthew 13:1-9, 18-23 
Which One Am I?
My dear fellow dirt: Beginning this sermon the day after my installation, as you might imagine, my first thoughts were to see myself in this parable as the sower of the seed. In other Bible sections the role of a pastor is equated with that of a sower. Paul speaks of himself to the Corinthian Christians, saying, “I planted,” (I Corinthians 3:6). But that’s not the point here.

The Parable of the Soil is unfortunately misnamed as Parable of the Sower. The point Jesus is making is not, “Who’s sowing?”, but, “What’s happening when the seed hits the ground?” The Sower is God, simple enough, the seed is his Word. The key question is: “Which soil am I?” Let’s consider together how much we are, unfortunately, all those unproductive soils; but also, how we are blessed by God to produce a crop.

I don’t need to look far into my past to see all the ways I have been a failure as ground into which the seed of God’s Word has been sown. Instead of full and beneficial fruit, even this week I have returned to God dried up and useless results. What makes it so? Which soil am I?

I certainly see myself in the hardened path of the parable.

We have to be honest; we all have our prejudices. Some people, maybe jokingly, like to say, “I’m only prejudiced against prejudiced people.” That still implies that there are some people whom you will not happily listen to, because of your judgment about their attitude.

Carry that into our understanding about God. He seems prejudiced! Not against races, or nations, he wants all people to be saved. But he tells us certain actions are sin. And our hearts are hardened against those messages. We don’t want to hear what he has to say.

I am, at heart, a greedy person. In college, I had a job that paid more than double the minimum wage—decent pay—but I wanted more. Over the years in ministry I have been well taken care of, but my heart has often imagined what I could have if I got a better housing allowance: better home and better neighborhood. But God says don’t be like that. “Be on guard against all greed, because a man’s life is not measured by how many possessions he has,” (Luke 12:15). That truth bounces off my hard heart.

Are you with me? By no means are we rejecting all of God’s messages, just the parts that hammer against our pet sins. Perhaps it’s his warnings about lust. Sports Illustrated just released its annual swimsuit issue, how did we deal with that? Or maybe, our hearts are hardened against helping the poor. “If they’d just buckle down a little bit, they wouldn’t be poor,” we think, rather than generously helping them. Or maybe the mentally ill just freak us out and we can’t deal with them, though our Savior would want us to reach out compassionately. “I can’t do that!” Can’t? Or won’t? Our hearts are hard against God’s messages.

You see the warning, right? The more use a hardened path gets, the wider it becomes. If there’s a hardened part of our heart, and we keep going back to that, it’s not going to get better. Is that hard soil what I am? Will that become the soil of my whole heart?

Or is my heart the rocky ground? Jesus explained that his gospel is great news to many, including more people than belong to churches. That’s because the message of rest from guilt always brings relief. When guilt is smoothed away, we prefer that. But if the underlying hardness—the rocks underneath—aren’t removed…, well, we know the parable: joy for a time, withered later.

Christmas is fun, isn’t it? There’s great deal of pleasure of gathering for worship with familiar carols and special music. Maybe even the anticipation of delicious baked goods at the holiday sale, or a few goodies between services on Christmas Eve? It’s all part of coming home to mama’s house for the holidays.

Of course, routine takes over and the season fades. We see it in the many who attend church at Christmastime, then don’t darken the church doors for months afterward.

But we’re not talking about them! Which kind of soil is my heart? Is mine the heart where faith springs up, but then is beaten down again?

Another Christmas? Do we have to put up all these decorations—again?! It’s a lot of work with not a lot of help. Couldn’t we downscale it, so we wouldn’t have so much to remove after the season? Extra rehearsals? Let’s just sing an old carol we practiced a few years back—people probably won’t remember it anyway.  All that extra baking! At the craft sale, people just buy out of pity. Or your spouse buys some from me and my spouse buys some from you, what have we accomplished? What sprang up in joy, is scorched by work.

Going to mama’s house—and mama’s church—is a big part of the season. But it was mama who forced that religion stuff down my throat. And my brother! I can’t stand to sit next to him in the pew or the dinner table. Christmas turkey and green bean casserole doesn’t make up for that! 

We haven’t really begun to address what Jesus refers to: “When trouble or persecution comes….” As many say, “I’m not prejudiced against anyone except prejudiced people,” and they claim Christians to be prejudiced because we hold to the standards God speaks of. Just a month ago the U.S. Supreme Court ruled that employment cannot discriminate on the basis of sexual orientation. Supposedly, if the church needed to hire a new secretary or janitor, we would have to accept a homosexual candidate. We’ll wait to see if that gets clarified, but the heat is on! Will we be the soil that produces great faith—until the pressure hits?

Pressures come in other forms than frontal attack. Sometimes it’s a more insidious weaving around and among us. Are we the soil that sends up good shoots, but is overwhelmed with the thorn plants?

As in the second soil of the parable, faith is really there. By God’s grace it has sprung up. But Jesus pointed out, “the worry of this world and the deceitfulness of wealth choke the word.” As we get caught up in growing an income, we know how tempting it can be to give up church time and church activities to earn “just one more dollar”. It’s the deceitfulness of wealth, because it won’t let you go at “one more dollar”.

But it’s also hobbies and habits. Golfing is a hobby that threatens my faithfulness. Now, golf can be a blessing: good exercise; enjoyment of God’s world; developing hand-eye coordination; time with friends and family. What Jesus warns us about aren’t bad things, but good things gone bad because they have overcome what could be better for us.

Not that I’m golfing every day of the week. But sometimes the weather is so nice, when I should make a few phone calls or write a newsletter article, I’ll put them off. Will I get to those things later? Who am I kidding? That’s been choked out.

Have you some hobbies and habits that are weaving their way more deeply into your life? We’re not talking about evil things, but blessings becoming curses. We always go to church on Thursday, but this week card club got shifted because somebody couldn’t make it. Which wins our prioritization? I was planning to be part of the volunteer cleaning crew for the school, but the race got rained out, and I always watch Nascar. Good things get choked out by other things.

I’d like to take a moment here to speak of the end of faith in each case of bad soil. A quiet demise not the end Satan has planned for us.

In the first scene, we’re told that “the Evil One comes and snatches away what has been sown.” He’s not satisfied for it to sit there unproductive. He’s got to take it! 

In the second, heat and dehydration ruins the crop. Maybe you’ve been close to heat stroke: poor judgment; clammy skin without sweating; nausea. That pleases Satan: a painful, destructive end to our faith. 

Finally, faith is choked out. The Greek word is translated “drowning” as well as choking. Either includes anguish of knowing you’re going to die before the action finishes the job. Allowing ourselves to remain one of these soils is nothing to be trifled with.

Which one will I be? Might I be the good soil that brings a positive result?

Just as at the beginning I cautioned about neglecting the main meaning for an ancillary point, so also now I have to bring a warning. How do I become good soil? The parable is not about that. Some soil in the parable just is bad, some is good.

That’s not to say that scripture isn’t clear on the “how”.   I Corinthians 12:3 boldly states; “No one can say, “Jesus is Lord,” except by the Holy Spirit.” I’m not going to make myself good soil. The Spirit brings the elements together to produce a crop.

Given that, however, Jesus’ explanation clues us in on some things we can do to enhance the crop. He says, “the seed that was sown on the good ground is the one who continues to hear.” The verb form is present progressive, describing ongoing actions.

When you root a new plant in your garden, you probably start with good soil, maybe a little compost or peat moss to give it a good head start. But don’t you also fertilize it, maybe a few times in the growing season? Same with the Word of God in our hearts, it takes continuous care to be productive.

Some people are quite dismissive of the time we put into “church” and might ask, “You can’t even remember last week’s sermon, can you?” I can’t remember who said it, but another Christian was once asked the same, and admitted he couldn’t recall the most recent sermon. But he went on to say, “I’ve been married for over 40 years, and during that time my wife has made me thousands of meals. I don’t remember many of them. But I’m telling you that if I hadn’t eaten them, I wouldn’t be here talking to you today.”

So it is with God’s Word: the classes we’ve attended or the sermons we have heard may not come to mind easily, but just as surely as the man ate his wife’s cooking to stay alive, the more we take in the Word, the healthier our spiritual life will be.

And it’s good food. Ezekiel was commanded, “‘Son of man, feed your stomach and fill your belly with this scroll that I am giving you.’ I ate, and in my mouth it was sweet like honey,” (Ezekiel 3:3). I’m not advocating an all sugar diet! God’s Word also refers to itself as bread and meat and milk: balanced nutrition for the soul.

In eating the precious food, we enhance the soil that produces the crop. How much? Hear Jesus say that some produced a hundred times what was sown, or sixty times, or thirty times, without saying that one crop is better than the another. In another place Jesus allows that faith the size of a mustard seed (not a very large crop is it?) can do amazing things. Are we the hundred soil, or 60 or 30? That’s not so important as being good soil from which comes a crop.

“Whoever has ears to hear, let him hear.” AMEN
