        Jeremiah 15:15-21 (EHV)
Jeremiah experiences the great internal battle of every believer in the true God. On the one hand, the Lord’s words are his joy and blessing. On the other hand, the Word demands that we call sin a sin, and that can lead to rejection and loneliness. If we stray from faithful proclamation of the Word, God invites us back through repentance, so that we might continue in useful service.
O Lord, you understand. Remember me and care for me. Take vengeance for me on those who persecute me. You are slow to anger. Do not take me away. Keep in mind that for your sake I bear disgrace. 16 Your words came to me, and I devoured them. Your words became my joy, the delight of my heart, because I bear your name, O Lord God of Armies. 17 I did not sit with the band of partygoers, nor did I celebrate with them. I sat alone, because your hand was upon me. You filled me with indignation.
18 Why is my pain unending? Why is my wound incurable, refusing to heal? Will you be as deceptive as an intermittent stream to me, like a source of water that a person can’t depend on?
19 Therefore this is what the Lord says. If you repent, I will take you back, so that you may stand before me. If what you say is worthwhile and not worthless, you will be my spokesman. They must turn to you, but you must not turn to them. 20 I will make you like a bronze wall to this people. SERMON:  Matthew 16:21-26
Christians Expect Unavoidable Consequences!
There is a commonly quoted “law” which governs business, schools, the work world, in short—life. The rule is called the “Law of Unintended Consequences”. The basic idea is that no matter how you try to think out the ramifications of a decision, you might still get caught by something you never expected.

For example: according to anecdote, the British government, concerned about the number of venomous cobra snakes in Delhi, offered a bounty for every dead cobra. Large numbers of snakes were killed for the reward. Eventually, enterprising people began breeding cobras for the income. When the government became aware of this, they scrapped the reward program, causing the cobra breeders to set the now-worthless snakes free. As a result, the wild cobra population increased. The solution for the problem made the situation worse. The intended consequence to reduce a venomous snake population had the unintended consequence of raising the population.

You can think out the consequences of decisions. God gave us a brain for a reason! We need to wisely use it. Choices have consequences. However, you can’t always anticipate everything. 

Christians expect the unexpected. Being a believer in Christ has consequences. And we are going to be ready for them. It’s not that we’re so much smarter than the rest of the world. God told us.

And he can tell us, because he knows!

Just last week, Peter made the beautiful confession: “You are the Christ, the Son of the Living God.” Very true, but not at all hunky dory heavenly glory! “From that time, Jesus began to show his disciples that he had to go to Jerusalem and suffer many things from the elders, chief priests, and experts in the law, and be killed, and on the third day be raised again.”

Jesus made it clear that certain things had to happen. The Greek was emphatic that “it was necessary.” No alternative options allowed. It wasn’t just that he had to go to Jerusalem. The Greek construction ties a whole series of events together. He had to go up to Jerusalem. He had to suffer. He had to be killed. He had to rise. All of those things had to happen! That’s the consequence of being the Christ! Those were expected consequences.

Now, Peter doesn’t think so. He wants to say, “You aren’t supposed to do that!” Peter’s wrong. Had he gotten an inflated opinion of his own intelligence because Jesus said he got the confession right? “If I got the confession right, well, then, I know how things ought to be.”

Do you see Peter drawing Jesus aside set him straight? It’s almost like: “C’mere Jesus, C’mon. You know it can’t be like that.” The Greek verb is better translated that Peter took Jesus aside “to show him his fault.” It’s similar to next Sunday’s gospel from Matthew 18, “If your brother sins against you, go and show him his fault,” (v 15 NIV 84). Peter believes Jesus is wrong! Peter’s going to straighten Jesus out. Being the Christ can’t have those consequences!

Peter is so wrong that the text says that Jesus “turned and said….” Peter wants to have Jesus, his close buddy pulled up to his side, change his direction, but Jesus steps in front of him to proclaim: “Get behind me, Satan! You are a snare to me because you are not thinking the things of God, but the things of men.” “You’re not my buddy, if you don’t want me to go God’s way.” Old Testament prophets proclaimed the Christ’s suffering and death. Isaiah put it: “He was despised and rejected by men…well acquainted with suffering,” (53:3). That’s the consequence of being the Christ.

But we can see how it happens. We disagree with God. What’s our dispute with God’s ways? What’s our: “It can’t be this” or “It can’t be that”?

Are we all up in arms over Jesus’ command, “If someone strikes you on one cheek, offer the other too,” (Luke 6:29). “What?! Are we supposed to lay down and let people walk all over us?!” Do we argue that obedience to government rules is not what God wants? Are we threatened by this text? “What do you mean, ‘pick up a cross’? I thought being God’s friend through faith meant being safe from all harm and danger. I thought God promised me a rose garden!” There are consequences to being a believer. Expect those consequences.

Jesus expected his. He expected everything all the way into Jerusalem, to the cross, and to the tomb. It was necessary for him. It had to be. And it had to be, that he should rise again. 

Why did it have to be? Because this is God’s plan for salvation. The Christ would come and suffer the penalty we deserved so that sins could be forgiven. The Christ would rise to prove God’s forgiveness is applied to us.

I want to go back in time to yell at Peter, “Get outta the way! Let him go to Jerusalem! I need this!” But Jesus had it handled. “You are not thinking the things of God, but the things of men.” Man’s plan does not include suffering. Man’s plan does not include payment for sin by another. God’s plan is best, even if the consequences for Christ were not great. The consequences for you and me are outstanding: heaven forever as a fully forgiven child of God. Yeah, this is necessary for the Christ.

But should we expect unexpected consequences for us? Yes, we have forgiveness and salvation. Yes, we have heaven as our inheritance. But no, we do not have a rose garden.

What is necessary for the Christian? “If anyone wants to follow me, let him deny himself.” Following Christ puts a “has to” on us, to put others ahead of ourselves. Jesus first!

In fact, the very verb “follow” is an emphatic and active verb. It’s not aimless wandering until you find yourself in Jerusalem, and “Look! There’s Jesus over there.” It’s going with him to Jerusalem. It’s not even the apostle Thomas’ resigned, “Let’s go too, so that we may die with him,” (John 11:16). It’s a firm commitment to join with Christ in all aspects of living. It’s putting ourselves behind to put Christ ahead.

We’ve used this acronym for years: The Christian’s JOY is Jesus, Others, Yourself. There are things I want to do, but what I need to do are things that honor Christ and benefit his kingdom. There are things I want to do, but what I need to do are things that honor others and benefit them. The apostle Paul put it to the Philippians: “Do nothing out of selfish ambition or empty conceit, but in humility consider one another better than yourselves. Let each of you look carefully not only to your own interests, but also to the interests of others,” (2:3,4). 

The football player, Gale Sayers, wrote the book “I Am Third” (1. Jesus, 2. Others, 3. Yourself), to illustrate what that looked like in his own life. While he was depressed about the injuries that were costing him his football career, he was aware that his good friend and football teammate, Brian Piccolo, was dying from brain cancer. Sayer’s church upbringing and his friend’s trauma caused him to reevaluate what’s important in football, in life, in relationships. “Sure, I want to be famous; I want to be successful, but there are people who need me more than I need those things. How can I put them first?” “Deny yourself.” “Look to the interests of others.”

What does that look like in church here? Moving away from familiar or favorite service times to allow more space between worshipers? That’s putting others first. Wearing masks to give a measure of comfort and confidence for others who come? That’s putting others first. Being first to volunteer for activities as cleaning and disinfecting the church? That’s putting others first. Making time for personal study of God’s Word, which puts Him first, with the consequence that we’ll be motivated to put other people first? That’s what the Word of God does, it makes us considerate of others.

“If anyone wants to follow me, let him...take up his cross, and follow me.” This is certainly a step further than just trying to be considerate. Crosses hurt! What’s the cross we can take up?

The Bible encourages us to “imitate Christ” who had a cross. Our cross is not an imitation of his saving work. He alone could save; he alone is worthy of the honor for saving. But there are other things that imitate Jesus and are heavy crosses. 

When Jesus went to Jerusalem, his disciples went, too. At first, they show us no great example of shouldering crosses: all running at Jesus’ arrest; Peter’s denial; even the night of Jesus’ resurrection they were behind locked doors for fear of the Jews.

But, on Pentecost, the Holy Spirit unlocked the door and sent them out into the world. That smaller Jerusalem world, controlled by the Sanhedrin, had them arrested and beaten and threatened with more. There’s a cross! The larger world, out into Turkey, Greece, Italy, Egypt and Ethiopia, had no greater love for them and their message of Christ. It, too, treated them with hatred and hurt. Paul’s shortened catalog included: “Five times I received from the Jews the forty lashes minus one. Three times I was beaten with rods. One time I was stoned,” (II Corinthians 11:24,25). That’s a cross!

Being a Christian may take us into the realm of persecution. Last week, after stating that Africa is a place of growth in God’s Word as if it’s all good everywhere, one member pointed out that Christians are still being shot and killed. That’s true in Indonesia, where being Christian is dangerous. Our Savior’s own, Pastor Greg Bey, served Indonesia and at times was threatened. It was not safe enough for him to live there, but only to come in from time to time to teach, then to get out again. Who thought while growing up in Wausau one would experience true threats for faith? Who thinks today that Wausau is a safe place to be a Christian? Will we have to answer to the city council for our teachings and faithfulness to Christian truth?

Jesus warned: “They will lay their hands on you and will persecute you, handing you over to synagogues and prisons, bringing you before kings and governors for my name’s sake,” (Luke 21:12). Was that our intention when we promised on our Confirmation day to be faithful even to the point of death? Were we really thinking we might actually have to experience that? Is persecution the unintended consequence? 

That’s the consequence of being a Christian. But it’s not unexpected, since, in this text, Jesus has already revealed it to us. In fact, it could be a good consequence, for as Jesus spoke of being brought before kings and governors, he went on to say, “It will turn out to be your opportunity to testify,” (Luke 21:13). 

Even the unbelieving world marveled at the faith of the apostles which sustained them against persecution. The Jewish historian Josephus, who knew of Christ but didn’t believe in him, wrote of the firm stand taken by many in their willingness to follow Christ down the road of the cross. Many realized that few people would ever choose to die for a lie. The apostles’ confident expectation of and acceptance of persecution was a firm witness to the truth: “Jesus is the Christ, the Son of the Living God,” our Savior from sin.

If you are willing to stand with Christ, you have expected blessings. You are released from all guilt and sin. You are promised an inheritance in heaven. You have wonderful expectations!

Are there unintended consequences? Are there unavoidable consequences? Are there troubles we never planned on? Let us take up our cross and follow Christ through pain, rejection, suffering, to eternal joy. We never expected less. AMEN
