SERMON:  Don’t Miss It!   






    Matthew 25: 1-13 
A pastor’s balancing act with Scripture is always to say the full message of God in any given text, but not to say more than God intended. Conservative Christians, and conservative Christian pastors, need to guard themselves against overstating the case. 

A case in point: we have a commandment, “Remember the Sabbath Day by keeping it holy.” In the past, some have stated that honoring God on the Sabbath meant sitting in the living room staring at each other—doing nothing that could resemble work or fun. By healing people on a Sabbath day, by harvesting grain on a Sabbath, and contradicting the Pharisees’ quarrels with that, Jesus made clear that setting God as a priority never meant that the worship day required that we do absolutely nothing else on that day. To say so is an overstatement of what the Scriptures are teaching.

Overstating the case is a special issue in regard to parables. Most parables of Jesus have only one point to get across, but the details of a parable can get us off in a direction that Jesus never intended.

For example, our parable today is not an evangelism parable. It’s not about the relationship between the wise and the foolish virgins. Some have criticized the wise virgins as “callous” in sending the others off to get oil for themselves. Why didn’t they share? Why didn’t they generously warn the others ahead of time? There are plenty of other statements and parables of Christ about how we share the Word, about how we show love to others. That’s not the point of this parable.

Jesus’ intention is to illustrate that when Judgment comes, some will not be prepared. And that’s their fault. It’s a warning to me, for myself alone, to be ready. “Therefore, keep watch, because you do not know the day or the hour.” Don’t miss it! Let’s take to heart Jesus’ message to be ready.

And let’s not be too harsh in our criticisms. For, to be fair, both groups of virgins wanted to be at the wedding feast. Neither group is about to deliberately turn their backs on the invitation to the joyful occasion. 

In a biblical context, we are often invited to a wedding feast. Revelation 19 urges, “Let us rejoice…because the wedding of the Lamb has come. His bride has made herself ready, and she was given bright, clean, fine linen to wear. (In fact, the fine linen is the “not guilty” verdicts pronounced on the saints.)” (vv 7-9). The foolish virgins are not atheists who have pointedly and repeatedly thumbed their noses at God. They wanted to be there too. They just weren’t ready.

A quick word about wedding customs of the time might illustrate why they weren’t ready. As typical in the Mideast, there was knowledge and consent on the part of the couple, but there were wheelings and dealings involved also. When the agreement on dowry was reached, an engagement document was formally signed by all parties. But the wedding was not held until the agreements were paid in full. Typically, from engagement to marriage would be up to a year. 

But the engagement ended, and the wedding took place, as soon as the financial arrangements were fulfilled. It could be a month; it could be seven months—hard to say. And it was the father of the groom who made the determination—not the father of the bride. The bride, and her bridesmaids, had to be ready at any day. Typically, a bride would have her veil, her lamp, her oil, and a special piece of fabric called a “Chuppah” on a shelf ready to grab and go. The bridesmaids only had to have lamps and oil, but still had to be ready because they wouldn’t have advance notice. Were you wise enough to keep checking your supplies? Did you ensure that you didn’t use that oil on a different night, or make sure you replaced it? If there were foolish virgins, it wasn’t because they didn’t want to be there or had forgotten about the wedding and its feast.

In fact, when told “there may not be enough for us and for you. Instead, go to those who sell oil and buy some for yourselves,” they didn’t sit around pouting about it. They went to get what they needed. And they were successful! In the middle of the night they found a merchant who was willing to get out of bed to sell them some oil. The problem wasn’t a disregard of the invitation or disrespect to the inviter, it’s that they thought they had time that they just didn’t have.

How do we get caught up in similar flawed thinking? Both of my parents are alive and in their mid-nineties. Both my grandmas lived into their nineties. There must be some long-life genes in our families. I could say that I wouldn’t need to get right with God for another 25-30 years.

You would rightly advise me not to wait, because I said nothing about my grandfathers’ length of life, did I? And there’s no predicting car accidents or other fatal incidents.

Plus, from a Christian perspective, you would remind me of all the parables Jesus told about watching and being prepared for his return. There were long ones and short ones and variations that Jesus told to different groups at different times. It was a theme he came back to on many occasions. This is but one of many warnings. Don’t miss it because you think you have time. That’s what got the foolish ones in trouble.

But even the wise virgins had some trouble. Both groups wanted to be there. Both groups almost missed it. “While the bridegroom was delayed, they all became drowsy and fell asleep.” The wise were just as sleepy as the foolish ones.

The bridegroom was delayed. Don’t we sometimes get to thinking that? It’s been over 2000 years since Jesus lived on this earth. The unbelieving world around us is glad to remind us of that. St. Peter wrote, “First, know this: In the last days scoffers will come with their mocking…. They will say, “Where is this promised coming of his? For from the time that our fathers fell asleep, all things continue as they have from the beginning of the creation,” (II Peter 3:3,4). 

Understand that what I’m about to say is a thought provoker, not a biblical teaching. 

So, we’re about 2000 years from Jesus’ life, death, resurrection and ascension. Is Jesus late yet? 

Go to the other side of the timeline. 2000 years before Christ is the approximate time of Abraham. Abraham was given the promise of the Savior from his family line.

But the same promise was extended through Noah to his son Shem, what, another 2000 years before Abraham? How many years back from there to Adam and Eve who were given the first promise of the Savior? Their sin had set into motion the need for a Savior, and upon his timetable, God sent his Son into the world to redeem the world. 4-6 thousand years from the time of the first promise till Bethlehem’s stable; do we have the right to complain that Jesus is late in coming this second time?

That’s not an excuse to get complacent. It’s more just a thought to remind us that God’s timetable is not ours.

Our Meditations devotions this week have focused on Paul’s chapter 2 of Romans, and the specific encouragement: “Do you have so little regard for his rich kindness, his restraint, and his patience, that you ignore the fact that the purpose of God’s kindness is to lead you to repentance,” (v 4)? Whether one day or another thousand years, don’t get sleepy on God.

How does it happen to us? 

Every week the service is the same! OK, there’s some variation, but overall couldn’t we, at any time, put our minds on autopilot, start with everyone else and come out on the other end of the service without thinking too hard?

Or isn’t it that the message is the same every week? We’re still talking about sin and about Jesus, just like always! Could you drop out for a couple years, come back and find it the same? I bet you could. You might be surprised that suddenly there’s a different pastor in the pulpit than you remember, but he’s on message.

Thank God that it is so! We need that kick in the pants because spiritual drowsiness and apathy angers God. If we shortchange our devotion time, we need to be warned that faith comes from hearing the message—and a lack of faith comes from a lack of hearing (Romans 10)! Not without reason did God command us, “Let us not give up meeting together, as some are in the habit of doing,” (Hebrews 12:25). Online or in person, maybe we need that nudge. And we haven’t yet gotten beyond the 3rd commandment! In what ways will the rest of them show us our sins?

But thank God that the same old message of Jesus Christ is repeated weekly as well. We are refreshed with every reminder that “He is the atoning sacrifice for our sins, and not only for ours but also for the whole world,” (I John 2:2). I can’t blame you if my sermons sometimes make you drowsy, but don’t miss the glorious message of forgiveness!

Both the sleepy wise and sleepy foolish virgins almost missed out. But one group was ready and the other was not.

It should be pointed out that the wise virgins didn’t have anything to do with the banquet. They didn’t prepare the food. They didn’t decorate the hall. They didn’t send the invitations. They didn’t pay for the party. They just had to go in. “The bridegroom came. Those who were ready went in with him to the wedding banquet, and the door was shut.”

Just that way, you and I enjoy the wedding banquet of the Lamb of God. We don’t prepare it. We don’t pay for it. We don’t save ourselves. We go in if we are ready through faith in Christ.

The foolish tried to get themselves in. “Later, the other virgins also came and said, ‘Lord, Lord, let us in.’ But he answered, ‘Amen I tell you: I do not know you’.” They begged to be let in. On another occasion Jesus spoke of those who would try to argue their way in, “Many will say to me on that day, ‘Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your name and drive out demons in your name and perform many miracles in your name?’ Then I will tell them plainly, ‘I never knew you. Depart from me, you evildoers,” (Matthew 7:22,23). Begging or Arguing isn’t going to do it. Scripture is fairly blunt on this. Disconnected from Christ is disconnected—even if you know his name. Too late is too late—even if you know the address.

There’s not enough context to know why the parable’s bridegroom wasn’t going to open the door. Why was too late, too late for this feast? We don’t know. It just was.

This we do know: Sin and forgiveness is determining factors for heaven. Repent, as God urges. Believe, as he expects. Watch, as he warns. Christ has opened the door to you through his Word, today. Be ready. Stay ready. Don’t miss it! AMEN
