           2 Kings 2:1-12a (EHV)
Elijah is taken up to heaven in a whirlwind. Elijah’s transition was glorious, as is the passing of every child of God--accompanied by fiery chariots or not--who leaves the Church Militant for the Church Triumphant.
When the Lord was about to take Elijah up to heaven in a whirlwind, Elijah was traveling with Elisha from Gilgal. 2 Elijah said to Elisha, “Stay here, for the Lord has sent me to Bethel.” But Elisha said, “As surely as the Lord lives and as your soul lives, I will not leave you.” So they went down to Bethel. 3 The sons of the prophets who were in Bethel came out to Elisha and said to him, “Do you know that today the Lord is taking your master away from you?” Then he said, “Yes, I know. Be quiet.” 4 Then Elijah said to him, “Elisha, stay here because the Lord has sent me to Jericho.” But he said, “As surely as the Lord lives and as your soul lives, I will not leave you.” So they went to Jericho. 5 Then the sons of the prophets who were in Jericho approached Elisha and said to him, “Do you know that today the Lord is taking your master away from you?” He said, “Yes, I know. The water divided to the right and to the left. Then the two of them crossed on dry land. 9 When they had crossed, Elijah said to Elisha, “Ask me for whatever I can do for you before I am taken from you.” Then Elisha said, “Let there be a double portion of your spirit on me.” 10 He said, “You have asked for a difficult thing. If you see me being taken from you, it will surely be yours. But if not, then it will not.” 11 While they were walking and talking, suddenly a chariot of fire and horses of fire came and separated them. So Elijah went up to heaven in a whirlwind. 12 Elisha was watching and crying out, “My father! My father! Israel’s chariot and its charioteers!”
Second Lesson  

                2 Corinthians 3:12-4:2 (EHV)
The law came through Moses in a glorious way, but those who try to use the law as a way to get to heaven by works have missed the point. More glorious than the law is the gospel, which proclaims the way of salvation as free grace, given through the redeeming work of Jesus Christ.
Therefore, since we have this kind of hope, we act with great boldness. 13 We are not like Moses, who put a veil over his face, so that the Israelites could not continue to look at the end of the radiance, as it was fading away. 14 In spite of this, their minds were hardened. Yes, up to the present day, the same veil remains when the Old Testament is read. It has not been removed because it is taken away only in Christ. 15 Instead, to this day, whenever Moses is read, a veil lies over their hearts. 16 But whenever someone turns to the Lord, the veil is taken away. 17 Now the Lord is the Spirit, and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is freedom. 18 But all of us who reflect the Lord’s glory with an unveiled face are being transformed into his own image, from one degree of glory to another. This too is from the Lord, who is the Spirit.
4:1 Therefore, since we have this ministry as a result of the mercy shown us, we are not discouraged. 2 On the contrary, we have renounced shameful, underhanded methods. We do not operate in a deceitful way, and we do not distort the word of God. Instead, by proclaiming the truth clearly, we commend ourselves to everyone’s conscience in the sight of God.

        Mark 9:2-9  (EHV)

Sermon: Consider the Glory of Christ



 2 Corinthians 3:12-18 (EHV)
Dear reflectors of our Lord: A quickie quiz regarding the gospel reading for today. Who were the apostles accompanying Jesus on the mount of transfiguration? (Peter, James and John). Whom did they meet up there? (Moses and Elijah—did you remember God the Father himself? He spoke!) What did Peter want to do? (build shelters for them, though the Bible says he was so frightened he didn’t know what he was saying.) Finally, what did Jesus say as they were coming down from the mountain? (Perhaps is this the detail most likely to be forgotten? “Jesus commanded them not to tell anyone what they had seen until the Son of Man had risen from the dead.”) Jesus wanted the glory of his transfiguration kept secret for a time. His glory on the mount was to be hidden—until after his resurrection.

Now of course, his death and resurrection are accomplished, so we are no longer bound to hide his glory. It’s meant to be “out there”. In Christ, the glory of God is unveiled. In us, the glory of Christ is reflected.

First of all, the glory spoken of in our Gospel reading, and the glory referred to in our text, are two separate things. The glory on the mount of transfiguration is Jesus’ splendor as the true Son of God. The glory of our text is the brilliance of the gospel message. But both of them come together in Christ, so it’s appropriate to examine them together. In Christ, all the true glory of God is unveiled.

Jesus’ splendor as the Son of God was deliberately veiled for a time. Imagine if Jesus walked the earth beaming with the full brilliance of the very Son of God. We know what happened to the men on the mountain; they were scared silly! If Jesus constantly revealed his glory, no one could even look at him, let alone draw near and hear what he had to say. His glory could prevent sharing the gospel! 

Also the Bible says, he veiled his glory in the form of a human being, with the result that “he humbled himself and became obedient to the point of death—even death on a cross,” (Philippians 2:8). Talk about an inglorious event! Christ hid his glory not only to share the gospel, but to live the gospel—to provide the gospel of his death for sin. In order to accomplish the full purpose of his coming—preaching and sacrificial death—Christ deliberately hid his glory.

Some of the glory of God’s message, his gospel, was also hidden, but this time not deliberately. Our text says, “their minds were hardened.” In other words, if we do not find glory in God’s message, it may be from our failure to see it.

For many Israelites, the glory of God’s message was hidden because they were looking in the wrong place. “To this day, whenever Moses is read, a veil lies over their hearts.”

In the book of Exodus, just before giving the law through Moses, the Lord said, “Now if you obey me fully and keep my covenant, then out of all nations you will be my treasured possession,” (Exodus 19:5 NIV). The key phrase is “obey me fully”. Right there the Israelites should have said, “Wait a minute, we’re sinners, we can’t obey perfectly,” and should have begun looking for another message.

God’s point in giving the law was to show the Israelites that they were sinful. Since they didn’t immediately grasp that, throughout the Old Testament God repeated his point that they weren’t keeping the law and should look for mercy. Finally, the apostle Paul summarized: “If a law had been given that could impart life, then righteousness would certainly have come by the law. But the Scripture declares the whole world is a prisoner of sin…. The law was put in charge until Christ came,” (Galatians 3:21,22,24 NIV 78 including footnote). The law of Moses was not the final word. There was the other message, the glorious gospel of Jesus Christ. But many Israelites weren’t seeing that.

The natural tendency of all human beings is to look for human ingenuity to solve any problem. Many Israelites understood they had a problem obeying God’s law perfectly. In spiritual blindness they turned to themselves. This led to Phariseeism, the self-delusion that they were keeping the laws of God. Of the Pharisees Jesus made this indictment: “Blind guides!” Their hearts, their minds, were veiled from the truth. The glory of God’s message was hidden from them.

The natural tendency of all human beings has an easy path into us. “Can’t obey perfectly? No problem, just so long as I do more good than bad.” “Do I sin? Sure, but I’m a whole lot better than Ralph down the street.” Those statements are symptoms of spiritual blindness, of the truth being veiled.

Do I think of myself as more spiritual than some others, because I pray regularly, or attend church more faithfully? Do I judge the faith of others based on a sentence or two, or a single event? That’s a blindness—attempting to see the speck in our brother’s eye while missing the beam in our own. Who can remove the beam? Who can lift the veil?

As our text states: “It is taken away only in Christ.” In Jesus Christ the true glory of God is revealed.

Glimpses of glory were seen in the miracles, which only God himself could do. Glimpses were recognized in Jesus’ ability to see into the future. But even those glimpses did not prepare Peter, James and John for the full blast of his glory on the Mount; a glory so bright they could not stand to look at Jesus but fell face-down to the earth. The glory of God is truly found in Christ.

The same is true of the glory of God’s message. It is found in Christ. The old covenant of Moses led to spiritual dullness and misunderstanding. Christ establishes a new covenant.

This new covenant is the direct opposite of the old in many ways. Like the glory of Christ on the Mount, this new covenant should be clear and unmistakable. Blinded by self-righteousness, one cannot fathom the word of God. “But whenever someone turns to the Lord, the veil is taken away.” One can then see that Christ’s righteousness alone solves our problems. Even “all our righteous acts are like a filthy cloth,” (Isaiah 64:6). But the glorious message of God reveals: “The blood of Jesus Christ, his Son, cleanses us from all sin,” (I John 1:7).

Only upon hearing the message of Christ do we quit playing games with ourselves. Only in Christ do we realize that we’re all sinners, but that in his righteousness, we are all forgiven.

Christ gets the glory for this because he did it all. The veil of self-righteousness deceives us into thinking we have done something for our salvation. But in Christ, that veil is taken away. We sing in one hymn, “Jesus, Jesus, only Jesus.” We glorify him for having done everything for us.

This thought leads into the second point Paul makes in this text, that we reflect Christ’s glory. We have no glory of our own, but we shine as we mirror the glory of Jesus.

In any generation, there are the movie stars or the rock stars which lead the people. Their hairstyle gets many to copy it in themselves. Their clothing becomes the fashion of the day. Many a visual artist would be inwardly pleased to see others copy his technique. Many an author would be at least secretly happy to see others follow her literary style. It shows there is value in the original. 

We confess that sometimes we are “wanna be’s”. We don’t “wanna be” imitators of the sinful excesses of a rock and roll life, or mere copyists of authors and painters, we “wanna be” like Christ. That shows how much we value the original. 

This reflection of Christ’s glory is possible in us. Our text says, “All of us who reflect the Lord’s glory with an unveiled face are being transformed into his own image.” The glory of God is reflected in us as we become like Christ.

We reflect Christ’s glory, the Scriptures say, as we “put on the new self, which has been created to be like God in righteousness and true holiness,” (Ephesians 4:24). We are being transformed into his likeness in thought, word and action. We “wanna be” like him in purpose and goals. Copying Christ is the sincerest form of praise.

How are we doing? Well, we should not expect perfection on this earth. Our text speaks of “being” transformed, and our ability to reflect moves from “one degree of glory to another.” Our ability to glorify Christ is a process, not an instantaneous result of faith. Heaven, the Bible says, is “the home of righteousness,” (II Peter 3:13 NIV 78) where everything will be done just as it should be. Earth is not that home of perfection!

The fact that our reflection of Christ is a process of growing has an important application. Do you see those who haven’t reached your level of service to the Lord? Don’t write them off. They’ll grow. Do people disappoint with their failures to reflect Jesus? Don’t give up on them. The more the veil is taken away in Christ, the more the glory of Jesus sinks in, the more each of us will reflect that glory of the Lord.

But that does not give us an excuse for personal complacency. “I’ll get there, just wait.” Each day, each week, each year, should bring about more faithfulness, a better appearing of Christ in us. Never can we say to ourselves, “I have mastered the reflection of Christ.” Never should we be satisfied with the level of Christian living we have reached. Did you give 5% of your income to the Lord last year? Make it 5 ½ % this year. Did you attend 50 worship services, in-person or online? Make all 66 services your goal. Did you read a chapter of the Bible a day? Read two! (Don’t forget the assistance the WELS gives in its web resources to help with that.) Let us continually improve the reflection of Christ as our mirror of him.

None of this is to gain Christ or heaven. That would be only (barely!) veiled self-righteousness again. We do not act in order to somehow, some-way impress God. We aren’t trying to win God, he’s won us! The glory of Christ comes first. Then comes the reflection. Do not let the glory of the Lord be veiled in backwards thinking about our role in salvation—he alone is Lord and Savior. Don’t steal his glory! But also, do not let the glory of Christ be veiled because we fail to reflect him. In Christ, the glory of the Lord is unveiled. Consider the glory of the Lord—and polish your mirrors! AMEN
